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150 kids wrapped in comfort:
Group Health Credit Union donates blankets to Children’s Hospital

The people who work at Children’s Hospital and Regional Medical Center know kids. They know exactly how tough it can be to soothe a sick child, and they provide every possible resource to give kids in treatment the best care with the greatest level of comfort.

Sometimes, it’s the simple things that help the most: a cherished toy, a warm bath, a much-loved story told for the thousandth time, a favorite blanket. A warm blanket can mean security and consistency in an unfamiliar and sometimes frightening world.

The Hospital’s Volunteer Manager, Denise Green, says, “Many times, children return to the hospital, and they bring the same blanket they received the very first time. Knowing someone has spent the time to make or buy a blanket for them makes our patients feel cared for. GHCU made a difference in our patients’ lives.”
