They have a vase recycling program, purchase environmentally sustainable flowers and plants, reuse everything possible, compost their flower waste, and route the shortest possible delivery trips in a high mpg vehicle.
Clean, unchipped vases are always accepted at Redmond Floral.  In exchange, a free “Thank You For Recycling” rose is given to the customer.
Purchasing flowers which are industry certified as environmentally sustainable flowers enables Redmond Floral to support growers who utilize socially and ecologically conscientious business and agricultural practices.  Instead of using pesticides in the store, Redmond Floral uses natural remedies.
In the office of Redmond Floral, paper is printed on both sides before being shredded and recycled to the compost bin.  Arrangements being carried out of the store are secured for transport in the boxes their vases came in, while boxes are used sparingly on delivered arrangements.  Unusable mylar balloons are cut up and used to make weights for balloon bouquets. 
Petals, extraneous greenery, extra stem pieces, and all other organic matter generated by floral design are recycled into yard waste containers for composting.  The abundance of green plants in the store also helps filter the air.  
Redmond Floral uses a GPS navigation system to keep their delivery routes as short and efficient as possible, preserving natural resources and reducing emissions.  By choosing a vehicle with a high m.p.g. rating, Redmond Floral has further reduced its resource consumption.
